INTRODUCTION TO THE COURSE

This course starts with an extensive view of tharfsgh history as a way of giving
students a general frame where they could placddlfmving subjects that will be
taken into account. After that it will examine tloifferent cultures within Spain:
Castilian, Catalan, Basque and Galician; focusimgniy on language, nationality, and
political implications. The rest of the course withvel throughout the various aspects
of the Spanish Civilization, understanding civitiba as lifestyle and society, basically
through the different artistic ways of expressidtai(ting, Architecture, Literature,
Music and Cinema). By using concepts from thes@uarsubjects, students will study
how Spain changed from being a polarized countrartoallegedly reference in the
West.
