Course Aims and Objectives 
 

The course provides an account of the historical dynamics of Greek-Turkish relations since 1922. It will focus on the 
political and diplomatic aspects of problems that have arisen in Greek-Turkish relations (in addition to the Cyprus 
problem) since 1974. The course will also examine bilateral and multilateral initiatives aiming at the peaceful 
resolution of issues in Greek-Turkish relations. Finally, the course will analyze these developments in the context of 
the European Union and of the evolving regional political and security environment.
